**EXTENDED CARE FEES**

For parents who need additional child care services
outside the camp's operational hours, an extended
childcare service will be provided. The extended care
service will be available from 7:30 — 8:44am for $5
per day and from 3:46 - 5:30pm for $5 per day. There
is also a flat rate fee which allows you to use extended
care as much as you need for $35 per week. If you
choose this option it must be paid by 5:30pm on
Monday of each week.

NOTE: Campers picked up after 5:30pm will be
charged an additional $10.
