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You will meet with a Niagara University employee who enjoys hearing about good books and who has volunteered his/her time for this “Book Talk.”  Each volunteer likes to read and enjoys hearing about good books that others have read.

The purpose of this assignment is to develop a more positive attitude toward reading through an informal conversation about a book.  When you meet with your Book Talk partner, you will discuss your personal choice book or other books you may have in common.
Procedure:
1) I will provide the name, phone number, and email address of an employee who has volunteered.  The person may be a faculty member, a staff member, administrator, or even a dean.

2) By Friday, November 8th, you must contact the volunteer to make an appointment.  
3) Tell me your appointment time; I’ll pass around a sign-up sheet in class. 
4) You must meet with the volunteer no later than Wednesday, December 4th.
5) Take the “Book Talk” Form to your meeting and ask the volunteer to complete it.  
6) Be prompt for your meeting and bring your book with you.

7) Please respond to some of these in your discussion:

· what you liked about the book
· what you didn’t like about the book

· a character in the book whom you found interesting 

· the way the author created the plot 
· an event in the book that was surprising or disturbing
· how the book made you feel 

· what you like or dislike about the way the author writes

· how the book increased your knowledge of a historical event and an important issue

8) Turn in your Book Talk Form to me no later than Wednesday, December 4th.  The Book Talk Project is 10% of your final grade in this course, as follows:

a. 6% for attending the meeting by December 4th.
b. 2% Book test (Monday, November 18th or sooner if you finish the book)
                c.   2% for half-way discussion on progress with instructor
